DEFINITIONS

In these Match Arrangements and Regulations unless the contrary appears:-

1.1 “AFL” means Australia Football League [ACN 004 115 211]. 

1.2 “Championships” mean the respective under age championships.
1.3 “Championship Manager” means the person who is the AFL Queensland State Programs Coordinator or an appointee.

1.4 “Coach” means a person nominated and appointed to a team in accordance with clause 7.

1.5 “AFL Queensland Game Development Department” means the AFL Queensland Game Development Department established by the AFL.

1.6 “Investigation Committee” means the committee appointed in accordance with clause 32.

1.7 “Laws of Australian Football” means any laws of the game of Australian football adopted by the AFL.

1.8 “League” means and includes each football League which has entered or intends to enter a team in the Championships.

1.9 “Liaison Officer” means the person appointed in accordance with clause 11.

1.10 “Championship Sponsor” means the person, corporation or entity that has entered into any contract, arrangement, agreement or understanding with AFL Queensland to sponsor the Championships.

1.11 “Team” means a team competing in the Championships and includes all players, coaches, managers and officials involved with the team.

1.12 “Team Manager” means the person appointed in accordance with clause 10.

1.13 “Tribunal” means those appointed in accordance with clause 31 to hear and determine alleged offences under the Laws of Australian Football.

1.14 For the purpose of these Match Arrangements and Regulations except to the extent the subject or context may otherwise require:-

(a)
expressions indicating the singular shall include plural and vice versa; and 

(b)
expressions indicating the masculine gender shall include feminine gender and neutral gender.
2 ENTRY INTO CHAMPIONSHIPS

2.1 Each League affiliated with AFL Queensland and such other bodies approved by the AFL shall be entitled to participate in the Championships upon lodgement with AFL Queensland of an ‘Application Form’ (appendix 1) no later than mid March each year of the Championships.

2.2 By participating in the Championships the team officials and the League entering the team shall be deemed to have agreed to be bound by these Match Arrangements and Regulations and to comply with any resolutions or determinations made by AFL Queensland in relation thereto.

2.3 If a team or team member is suspected of breaching these Match Arrangements and Regulations or of engaging in conduct which might adversely affect the reputation of AFL Queensland or the conduct of the Championships, the Championship Manager may, at their absolute discretion, refer the matter to an investigation committee for determination.

3 DATE OF CHAMPIONSHIPS

AFL Queensland shall determine the dates of the Championships annually in consideration of Queensland school semester dates.

4 VENUES

4.1
Matches shall be played at venues determined by AFL Queensland on an annual basis.

4.2
Whenever practical, AFL Queensland shall endeavour to schedule Championship matches at venues with suitable facilities.

5 DIVISIONS

5.1 If required the Championships will be played in two divisions being Division 1 and Division 2.

5.2 There shall be no automatic promotion or relegation of a team or teams between Division 1 and Division 2.

5.3 The composition of each division shall be reviewed annually by AFL Queensland.

6 TEAM COMPOSITION

6.1
Squad

Each League participating in the Championships shall provide to AFL Queensland, no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the first scheduled playing day of the Championships, a maximum list, including players’ Christian and surnames, of twenty five (25) players which contains (depending on the age of the Championships):
1. The playing number allotted to each player within the team;

2. The date of birth, height and weight of each player;

3. The local club, school of each player;

4. The names of the coach and team manager.
6.2
Final Team Selection

6.2.1 A final team selection of twenty three (23) players shall be supplied to AFL Queensland no later than twenty four (24) hours before the first scheduled playing day of the Championships.
6.2.1 The team comprising the final twenty three (23) players shall identify the captain and vice-captain of the team.
6.3 Unless injured, ill or selected to play in another State representative team, all twenty three (23) players of the team must:
a) attend all days of the Championships; and

b) attend and take part in the closing ceremony of the Championships.
6.4
Player Substitution

6.3.1 With the written consent of the Championship Manager, a player listed in accordance with sub-clause 6.1, but subsequently not selected in the team, may participate in the Championships as a substitute.
6.3.2 The Championship Manager shall only provide his consent to a ‘player substitution’ in the event of injury, illness or other exceptional circumstance affecting any of the selected twenty three (23) players in the team.
6.5
Eligibility – Age

6.5.1 Players turning fourteen (14) or sixteen (16) years of age or under, in the year of the respective Under 14 and Under 16 Championships shall be eligible to participate in the Championships for their respective age. Players under fourteen (14) years of age will not be eligible to participate in Under 16 Championships.
6.5.2 Eligibility for regional teams is based on where the player resides not where he plays.  For the purpose of this rule a player shall be deemed to reside in a region if his normal place of residence is located within the region, as per boundaries allocated by AFL Queensland.

6.5.3 Player eligibility disputes or appeals regarding residential status should be directed to the AFL Queensland Talent Manager who will make a ruling within fourteen (14) days of the date received. Appeals will only be considered if documented in writing a minimum of sixty (60) days before the Championships in question.

6.6       Player Insurance Cover

Players registered for the current season with a club are covered for regional representative training through the AFL insurance policy.  
Club players, if injured at representative training, need to claim through their clubs.  
New players invited to regional development squads who are not registered at a club are covered by AFL Queensland through the “Talented Player Program” policy that is identical to the club policy. These players, if injured, need to process their claim through the Area Development Manager who can provide a claimant with the appropriate information.

6.7
Suspended within Local Competition

A player under suspension in their local competition, during the time of the Championships, shall not be eligible for selection or to participate in the Championships however may apply in writing to the Championship Management Committee for special consideration.

7
COACH

7.1
A League shall appoint a person to be the coach of a team or teams competing in the Championships.

7.2

The appointment of a coach by each League to a team shall be subject to the coach holding
a current “Level One Youth” accreditation.

7.3
  In completing and lodging the nomination form (appendix 2) and by participating in the 

Championships, a coach is deemed to have agreed to:
1. observe the requirements of these Match Arrangements and Regulations and any directions of the Championship Manager;

2. attend any meeting called by the Championship Manager; and

3. act and address players and umpires in accordance with the ‘Code of Ethics’ contained in clause 27.

7.4
If a coach is suspected of breaching these Match Arrangements and Regulations or of engaging in conduct that might adversely affect the reputation of AFL Queensland or the conduct of the Championships, the Championship Manager may, at his absolute discretion, refer the matter to the investigation committee for its determination.

8
OFFICIAL RUNNER

8.1
Each team may appoint one person to be the official runner.

8.2
An official runner shall be attired in accordance with the uniform requirements of the Championships.

8.3
In accordance with rule 6.1 of the Laws of Australian Football and rule 3.14 of the AFL Queensland Community Competitions Rules and Regulations, there shall be a runner who will be the sole conveyor of a coach’s instructions and an offence against these rules may be reported by the umpires.

9
TRAINERS

9.1
Teams competing in the Championships are to bring a qualified trainer whose appointment and duties are as per rule 3.15 of the AFL Queensland Community Competitions Rules and Regulations.

10
TEAM MANAGER

10.1
Each League shall appoint a person to be the team manager of the team.

10.2
Each League shall notify the liaison officer and the Championship Manager of the name of its team manager no later than one month prior to the first scheduled playing day of the Championships.

11
LIAISON OFFICER

The host League shall appoint a liaison officer as soon as practicable. The liaison officer shall co-ordinate match and venue arrangements (appendix 4).

12
MATCH PROGRAM

12.1
The match program of the Championships shall be determined annually by AFL Queensland, no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the commencement of the Championships and then circulated to each League.

12.2
A League participating in the Championships may lodge submissions in writing to AFL Queensland, relating to the match program, no later than seven (7) days prior to the commencement of the Championships. Upon receipt of such a submission, AFL Queensland shall discuss the submission with the Championship Management.

Unless otherwise determined, the duration of intervals from the siren to conclude one quarter to the siren notifying the commencement of the next, shall be:

Time keepers shall sound the siren at two (2) minutes (3 blasts) and one (1) minute (2 blasts) prior to the scheduled commencement time for the quarter. The Championship Manager may at his absolute discretion alter the duration of intervals between each quarter.

13.3 Commencement Time

13.3.1
The commencement time of matches shall be determined by AFL Queensland in consultation with the host League, taking into consideration local climatic conditions and the availability of venues.

13.3.2 A team must enter the playing arena at least five (5) minutes prior to the scheduled commencement time and must be ready to play at the scheduled times.

13.4
Timekeepers

13.4.1 Timekeepers for all matches shall be appointed by the host League or the management committee.

13.4.2 All timekeepers shall follow the instructions of the Championship Manager which may be amended from time to time.

13.4.3 No remuneration shall be paid to timekeepers.

13.5
Breach of Timing Requirements

A team failing to meet timing requirements with respect to the commencement or re-commencement of a match shall be subject to a fine of twenty dollars ($20.00) for each five (5) minute delay or part thereof.

13.6
Drawn Matches – There shall not be a drawn match in the preliminary rounds.
13.7
Finals

13.7.1 If scores are level at the conclusion of the game, the following will apply:

1. The coach will have five (5) minutes to address the team.

2. Two (2) x five (5) minute halves will be conducted, with a straight swap over after the conclusion of the first five (5) minute half.

3. If scores are still level at the conclusion of the extra time, then the time keeper will sound the siren, players will remain in their positions, the umpire will restart the game from the centre, the first team to score being the winner.

13.7.2 Time on will apply in all grand finals.

14 LAWS OF THE GAME

14.1
Unless otherwise provided in these Match Arrangements and Regulations, matches will be played in accordance with the Laws of Australian Football.

14.2
Interchange players (Under 16 & Under 14 Championships)

Each team competing in the Championships shall be allowed to use a maximum of five (5) interchange players. Injured players are not to be played under any circumstances.
14.3
‘Send – Off’ Rule

The procedures regulating the ordering off of a player shall be in accordance with the conditions detailed in appendix 7.
14.4
Gloves

Due to the developmental nature of the Championships, players shall not wear gloves except for medical reasons and approval has been granted in writing by the Championship Manager.

14.5
Reporting Officials
Pursuant to Law 19.1.3 of the Laws of Australian Football, AFL Queensland may appoint another official who shall have the same powers for reporting players and team officials as that conferred on umpires.

15
TEAM SHEETS AND MATCH RESULTS

15.1
Three (3) team sheets (appendix 5) shall be completed by each team manager and three (3) copies handed to the Championship Manager or administration officer prior to the first game. If any changes are made to the initial team sheet, three (3) new copies are to be supplied.

15.2 Team sheets to be copied from Appendix 5.

15.3 Upon completion of the match, each team manager shall complete and lodge with the Championship Manager a ‘Match Result Sheet’ (appendix 6).

16 PLAYERS UNIFORMS

16.1
Each Team will wear League guernseys as registered with AFL Queensland.

16.2 The League logo is to be worn on the right breast of the playing jumper and the 
sponsor logo is to be worn on the left breast of the playing jumper.
17 UMPIRES

17.1
Selection and Instruction of Field Umpires

The selection and instruction of all field umpires for all Championship shall be under the direction of the State Umpire Development Manager.

17.2 Field Umpires

Each League may recommend the appointment of field umpires by submitting in writing it’s nominations to the State Umpire Development Manager no later than one month prior to the commencement of the Championships.

17.3 Boundary and Goal Umpires

The host League shall appoint boundary and goal umpires to officiate at the Championships.

17.4 Match Appointment

17.4.1 The appointment of field, boundary and goal umpires to officiate a particular match shall be determined by the State Umpire Development Manager in consultation with host League’s Director of Umpiring and/or the liaison officer.

17.4.2 The host League’s umpire board shall co-ordinate the appointments and general arrangements under the direction of the State Umpire Development Manager.

18
SUPPLY AND SELECTION OF FOOTBALLS

18.1
AFL Queensland shall supply the footballs to be used in all Championships. AFL Queensland undertakes to supply first-grade footballs to be used in all Championships.

19
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

19.1
Travel

19.1.1
Travel for each team and umpire (if selected) shall be organised and revised by the State Talent Manager.

19.1.2 Leagues participating in respective Championships will be required to pay a League levy determined by AFL Queensland.

20 ACCOMMODATION 

The host League shall be responsible for the billeting of all playing participants, if required. AFL Queensland shall be responsible for accommodation of the four team officials.

21 EXCLUSION OF PAYMENTS BY AFL QUEENSLAND

AFL Queensland shall not pay for timekeepers and officials’ fees, telephone, stationary, unauthorised entertainment or any other forms of expenditure not previously identified and approved in writing by AFL Queensland.

22
SPONSORSHIP

22.1
AFL Queensland shall be responsible for obtaining a sponsor or sponsors for the Championships.

22.2
A League or team participating in the Championships shall not enter into any contract, arrangement, agreement or understanding with any other person, corporation or entity for the supply of, endorsement, approval or sponsorship of goods services of the type provided by or associated with the sponsor or sponsors of the Championship.

22.3
A League or team shall not enter into any contract, arrangement, agreement or understanding with any person, corporation or entity for the supply, endorsement, approval or sponsorship of goods or services unless it has the prior written consent of the Championship management committee.

23
ALLOCATION OF PLAYERS’ CHANGING ROOMS

The host League liaison officer shall provide and decide on the allocation of change room facilities for each team at a venue.
24
OFFICIAL CHAMPIONSHIP FUNCTION

25.1
AFL Queensland and the host League shall organise an official Championship function. The cost of attendance at the official Championship function shall be subsidised as determined by AFL Queensland in consultation with the host League

25.2
An official party or parties (as determined by the Championship Manager) must attend the official Championship function.

25.3
Attendance at any other functions arranged by the host League or Championship sponsor or sponsors shall be by invitation only.

25
CLOSING CERMONY

25.1
All teams shall attend the closing ceremony

25.2
When attending the closing ceremony a team shall wear its designated uniform/travelling apparel.

25.3
The host League liaison officer, in conjunction with the Championship Manager, shall organise the closing ceremony.

26
MEETINGS

Competing teams are required to ensure the attendance of coaches, team managers and other designated personnel at meetings convened at the absolute discretion of the Championship Manager.

27
CODE OF ETHICS

27.1
Participation in the Championships shall be approached in the spirit of true sportsmanship by officials, coaches and players, so that the Championships will be a credit to the game of Australian Football and its participants.
27.2
During a day’s match program, only team officials are allowed on the oval. Spectators must remain off the ground.

28
TROPHIES AND AWARDS

28.1
The following trophies and awards shall be awarded:
Nth Queensland U14 Championships - perpetual shield and medallions for winning team. 
State Under 14 Championships – perpetual shield and medallions for the winning team.

Nth Queensland U16 Championships - perpetual shield and medallions for winning team.

State U16 Championships- perpetual shield and medallions for winning team


28.2
All participants will receive a participation certificate.

28.3
Each team coach shall select a player of that team to receive a coach’s trophy supplied by AFL Queensland at the closing ceremony.

30
CHAMPIONSHIP MANAGER/STATE TALENT MANAGER

30.1
The Championship Manger shall be responsible for administrating the Championships.

30.2
The Championship Manager, or his/her delegate, shall have the power to:
(a)
hear and investigate any protests, disputes or complaints made in relation to these Match Arrangements and Regulations or the general conduct of the Championships;
(b) determine the outcome of any protest, dispute or complaint at his absolute discretion; and

(c) refer any matter for the investigation and determination of the investigation committee.

30.3
A person may appeal to the investigation committee against a determination of the Championship Manager in writing and requesting that the matters be referred to the investigation committee.

30.3.1 Any appeal made pursuant to sub-clause 32.2 must be made within twenty-four (24) hours of being notified of the Championship Manager’s decision.

31
TRIBUNAL

31.1
Appointment of Tribunal

AFL Queensland may appoint and independent Tribunal to hear and determine reports of players, coaches and officials made by umpires or a match steward for alleged offences under the Laws of Australian Football.

31.2
AFL Queensland may appoint, in its absolute discretion, the Tribunal comprising of Championship Manager or other individuals and in all cases the Tribunal shall consist of a minimum of three (3) members.

31.3
Each League shall be advised by the Championship Manager of those persons appointed to the Tribunal no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the commencement of the Championships.

31.4
Within seven (7) days of receiving notification of those members comprising the Tribunal, a League may object to AFL Queensland, in writing, to the appointment of a particular person or persons to the Tribunal. AFL Queensland shall consider and determine any objections and circulate its determination, to the League making the objection, within a reasonable time. AFL Queensland’s determination to any objection shall be final.

31.5
Procedure of the Tribunal 

The Tribunal shall hear and determine matters that come before it at the Tribunal’s earliest possible convenience, after the day’s games have been completed.

31.6
Powers of the Tribunal

The Tribunal shall have the same powers as the host League’s Tribunal with regard to any penalty imposed upon a person.
31.7
The Tribunal shall specifically have the power to suspend a player beyond the duration of the Championships. In the event that a player’s suspension goes beyond the Championship games the player must serve the remainder of the suspension in their local competition.
31 INVESTIGATION COMMITTEE

  32.1
Unless otherwise determined by AFL Queensland, the Tribunal appointed for the Championships in accordance with clause 31 shall also be the investigation committee.

32.2
The investigation committee shall:
(a)
investigate all matters referred to it by the Championship Manager;

(b) hear and determine all matters referred to it for its consideration; and

(c) impose such penalties in each case as it, at its absolute discretion, thinks fit.

32.3
The investigation committee shall convene a hearing to hear and determine any matters brought before it. Reasonable notice of the hearing shall be provided by the Championship Manager to any person who is required to attend the hearing.

32.4
At any hearing of the investigation committee:
(a)
a person, while not entitled to legal representation, may be granted legal representation at the discretion of the Tribunal Chair;
(b)
the hearing shall be conducted with as little formality and technicality and with as much expedition as a proper consideration of the matter requires; and

(c)
the decision of the investigation committee shall be final and binding.
32.5
A person who has allegedly breached these Match Arrangements and Regulations or whose interests may prejudicially be affected by a decision of the investigation committee may appear and make submissions relevant to the investigation committee’s determination.

32.6
A person who appears before the investigation committee and who in the opinion of the investigation committee has:
(a)
failed to fully co-operate with the investigation committee;
(b)
failed to answer questions asked by the investigation committee;

(c)
failed to provide any document in his or her possession or control relevant to a matter to be determined by the investigation committee;

(d)
provided a less than full and truthful account of the matters within his or her knowledge; or

(v)
made any false or misleading statement or makes a statement, calculated to or which is likely to, mislead the committee; 

may be dealt with by the investigation committee members as they in their absolute discretion deem fit.
33
AMENDMENT TO THESE MATCH ARRANGEMENTS AND REGULATIONS

33.1
A League may propose amendments to these Match Arrangements and Regulations by submitting any suggested amendments in writing to the Championship Manager no later than 1 November of each year. 

33.2
AFL Queensland shall consider any proposed amendments and, at its absolute discretion, may make an appropriate amendment to these Match Arrangements and Regulations before the commencement of the Championships in the following year. The Championship Manager shall notify all Leagues of any amendments to these Match Arrangements and Regulations within a reasonable time after the amendment has been made.

34
AFL QUEENSLAND GAME DEVELOPMENT

For the purpose of these Match Arrangements and Regulations, any obligation, matter or thing herein on the part of the AFL to be carried out, observed or performed, may be carried out, observed or performed by AFL Queensland Game Development established by the AFL.

35
INSURANCE

35.1
Public Risk Insurance

AFL Queensland shall take out and maintain all policies of insurance. AFL Queensland shall obtain a public liability insurance policy for a limit of not less than TEN MILLION DOLLARS ($10 MILLION) to cover all matches, function and other venues used in the conduct of the Championships. Such policies of insurance shall note the interests of AFL Queensland and the indemnity provided and shall from time to time, when requested by AFL Queensland, provide evidence of renewal of any such insurance policies.  

35.2
Players, Coaches & Officials

35.2.1
AFL Queensland shall obtain a death and permanent disability policy for players, coaches and officials participating in the Championships. Such a policy shall include a scale of benefits for partial disablement.

35.2.2
Each League shall pay the costs associated with injuries to players, coaches and officials who are not covered in the policy obtained pursuant to sub-clause 35.1

35.3
Trainers

AFL Queensland shall obtain a personal accident and injury policy for all trainers participating in the Championships for an amount of not less than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1 MILLION). All such policies of insurance shall note the interests of AFL Queensland and the indemnity provided shall apply equally to each respective League.

35.4
Umpires

AFL Queensland shall obtain an ‘Umpires Professional Indemnity’ for the umpire or umpires nominated by it to participate in the Championships for an amount of not less than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1 MILLION). All such policies of insurance shall note the interests of AFL Queensland and the indemnity provided shall apply equally to each respective League.

35.5
All policies of insurance obtained pursuant to sub-clause 35.2 to 35.4 must provide cover for the duration of the Championships including both travelling:
to and from the Championship; and
to and from the matches conducted at the Championship.

36
PLAYER INDEMNITY FORM

APPENDIX 7
AFL QUEENSLAND

ORDER OFF LAW
AS APPLIED TO THE UNDER 14 AND UNDER 16 INTRA STATE CHAMPIONSHIP

Reference     AFL Laws of Australian Football Laws 9.4.1, 19.2.2 & 20 to 22 inclusive.

16.14.1
A player who is reported by a field umpire under law 20.2 shall be ordered from the ground for the remainder of the match.

16.14.2
A player reported by a field umpire for a second offence under Law 20.3 shall be ordered from the field for the remainder of the match.

16.14.3
A player ordered off may be replaced.

16.14.4
A field umpire may order a player from the field, for a period of time, for a first offence under Law 20.5
16.14.5
A field umpire shall signal that a player has been ordered off by pointing to the interchange area with an outstretched arm, the player shall leave the ground immediately and proceed directly to the interchange steward.

16.14.6
In the event of a player failing or refusing to leave the ground when ordered off, he shall be reported for misconduct, the match shall terminate and his team shall forfeit.

16.14.7
An emergency umpire shall have the powers conferred on a field umpire under this Law.

16.14.8
In the event that a team is reduced to less than 14 players, as a result of a player being ordered off, the match may continue at the discretion of the field umpires.

Reportable offences that are deemed to be “mandatory serious breaches” are as follows:

16.9.1
unduly interfering with, or assaulting, or using threatening language to an umpire, or behaving in a threatening manner toward an umpire;
16.9.2

assaulting another player or official;
16.9.3

intentionally kicking or attempting to kick an opponent or official; and/or
16.9.4

committing an act of misconduct.

THE LAWS ARE TO BE INTERPRETED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES: 

16.9.1

(i)
Undue interference, or assault, covers any deliberate, physical contact with an umpire. Examples would be manhandling, pushing, pushing, striking, tripping, kicking or knocking the umpire to the ground. The player is to be reported for assault if he deliberately commits any of the above offences.

(ii)
Threatening language or behaviour towards an umpire covers instances where a player’s language or behaviour are such that the umpire feels at risk or intimidated.

16.9.2

Assault covers any callous and/or violent attack, which inflicts or is likely to inflict serious injury upon another player. Examples would be:

· A king hit behind play

· A deliberate stiff arm tackle to the head

· Eye gouging

· Head butting

· Biting

· Kneeing to the groin

· Charging

· Striking

The law provides licence for the umpire to use his discretion. Any serious physical attack can be interpreted as assault, for insurance, a striking offence could knock an opponent unconscious and be considered by the umpire as a “serious breach”. The player would be reported for assault and sent off immediately. On the other hand, a striking offence may be committed which is not considered as a “serious breach” by the umpire. The player would be reported for striking and sent off for the remainder of the quarter (unless it was the second time he was reported by the field umpire in the match).
In summary, any physical attack may be deemed as a “serious breach” in which case the player is reported for assault and ordered off immediately for the remainder of the match. All reports for assault result in the offender being ordered off immediately for the remainder of the match.

Any other physical offence deemed by the umpire not to be a “serious breach” is reported in the normal manner i.e. striking, charging, unduly rough play etc. The offender is ordered off for the remainder of the quarter.

16.9.3

An intentional kick, or attempt to kick, is a serious breach and the offender is ordered off immediately.

16.9.4

Misconduct covers offences not covered specifically under other laws but which in the umpire’s opinion are considered to be excessive behaviour, examples would be:

· Urinating in view of spectators

· Exposing himself to spectators

Any player reported under Law 16.9.5 to 16.9.18 inclusive will be ordered from the ground for the remainder of that quarter

Cooling Off Period

Any player, who in the option of the Field Umpire, conducts him/herself in a manner that is detrimental to the match will not be reported but ordered from the ground for the remainder of the quarter.

Examples would be:

· Continually harassing other players

· Not complying to instructions from umpires

· Continually disputing umpires decisions

· Uses obscene language

Player Replacement

In all instances, when a player is ordered off they may be replaced.

Responsibility of Coaches

Players who are ordered off for a “cooling of period” must be counselled by their respective coaches/team managers.

APPLYING THE ORDER OFF RULE

The order of rule is to be applied as follows:

(a)
FIELD UMPIRES
In the event that a player commits a second reportable breach of the laws in the match, or commit a serious breach, the field umpire or field umpires must stop the match, report the player and immediately order him off the ground for the remainder of the match, unless doing so would penalise the team offended against, in which case the umpires would allow play to continue until the next stoppage of play.

The next stoppage could be a mark, free kick, field bounce, out of bounds or a score, at which time the player is to be reported and ordered off.

COMMUNICATION

In the event that a field umpire reports a player for an offence which is not considered to be a serious offence, he shall advise the other field umpire of such a report at the first opportunity i.e. at the next stoppage of play.

FAILING TO LEAVE THE FIELD WHEN ORDERED OFF
In the event that a player fails or refuses to leave the field when ordered off, the field umpires shall not permit play to proceed.

The field umpires will move to the centre circle and request the attendance of both club runners. They shall advise the runners that unless the player is immediately taken from the field, the match shall be terminated.

(a)
If the runner of the reported player’s club fails to attend the umpires in the centre circle as stipulated with a reasonable time, the field umpires shall terminate the match at that point, signal the end of the match in the normal manner and leave the field.

(b)
If the player then leaves the field within a reasonable time the match shall recommence where the incident occurred or where the ball was at the time play was stopped, which ever is the greater penalty against the offending team.

(c)
If the player does not leave the field when given a reasonable time to do so, the field umpire shall signal the end of the match in the normal manner and leave the field.

The field umpires are to provide written details of events to the controlling body.

The player is to be reported for misconduct for failing to leave the field when directed to do so and is not permitted to take any further part in the match as misconduct is a “serious offence”. This would apply irrespective of the reason for which the player was ordered off in the first instance.
